Since the last October, six graduates from the first program have been active organizing community meetings, children’s activities and events within their communities.  

The Akoma Children’s Club, which takes place in the Oakwood & Vaughan area, has arranged several activities for the children in the area, including outings to Kwanzaa celebrations, winter activities, as well as hosting a Black History day celebration.  The group is also in the process of implementing a youth leadership program, which will explore and develop fundamental leadership skills. 

The Trethewey Club for Boys & Girls, based at 25 Martha Eatonway, has organized a number of different activities, including several skating trips, swimming outings, attending the youth Symphony Orchestra as well as attending a play New Canadian Kid.  
On April 6th The Mutually Ours program held its second graduation.  The event took place in one of the community rooms at 40 Orchard View Blvd.  Of the 18 people registered in the program, 16 participants graduated.  Three of the graduates spoke at the graduation, sharing their thoughts and experiences.  

Jo-Anne Atherley, a former graduate, helped me co-facilitate the program.  As well as having extensive community experience, Jo-Anne is part the Akoma Children’s Club.  Her unique insight and experience enriched the program.  

Funding for Community Sports Project, sponsored by the Ministry of Recreation & Tourism, is available to the new graduates.  I have received two proposals from the April graduates.  One group is planning a Community Theatre program for children and youth aged 7 to 15 years.  The second group would like to work in children ages 3 to six, encouraging physical activity in a non-competitive environment.  I look forward to working with them.
