Mutually Ours update:

In December while doing community outreach, I was invited to the Falstaff Multicultural Women’s Group to explain the Mutually Ours program.  During my presentation I was asked if I could bring the project into the neighbourhood.  Even though I had already reserved space near the SHRC I was eager to work with the community.  Twelve women immediately enrolled.  


On January 19th the latest Mutually Ours program began.   Even though Trethewey Dr remains the focus of our recruitment, this time a large number of enthusiastic participants came from the Falstaff Ave area (near Jane & Wilson.) 

The workshops took place at the Falstaff Community Centre.  Although the location was very convenient for the participants the room was extremely small and often quite noisy.  We also faced other challenges including almost weekly snowstorms and bouts of the flu.  

Despite all this on March 23rd fourteen of the participants graduated.  During the evening three of the graduates, Milly, Janet, and Halima, spoke about their experience with the program.  In their own way, each one of them expressed their enthusiasm for the program.  

Since the program began, I have received several calls expressing interest in having the program held in different communities. Doorsteps Neighbourhood Services, MicroSkills and Jane Sheppard Resident Group have all asked me to deliver the program in their community.
