I am delighted to report that on July 23, 2003 the Mutually Ours program held its first graduation.  Seventeen of the participants graduated from the program.  The graduates, their families, agencies and local politicians were invited to attend.  During the evening, three of the graduates spoke about their experiences in the program and their hopes for the future.

In addition to the support from the United Way, the SHRC has received funding from the Ministry of Tourism and Recreation.  This funding is available for graduates, to start Community Sports Projects within their neighbourhood, which focus on either children or youth.
